Clir Mrs M Russell said that Town Council has been quoted £10k to carry out a survey into the
viability of a one way system and has offered to pay £5k, splitting the cost with CBC, but CBC
have nothing in the budget in 2013.

Members RECOMMENDED that a letter is sent to CBC to remind them to budget for the survey in
2014.

Correspondence has been received from Nick Chapman, Transportation Manager, Highways
asking if Town Council are still willing to part fund the feasibility of creating a one way system on
the Sun Street/Rose Lane/St John's Street triangle.
